Financial
Report

The year 2007 was a busy one for the new treasurer of the Bay View Neighbor-
hood Association! Upon being nominated to the executive committeein
March of 2007, the treasurer had many tasks ahead of her, thefirst of which
wasto compile complete financial statements dating back to the BVNA’sin-
ception, aswell as create and maintain electronic files for all financial data. In
addition, the BVNA registered with the State of Wisconsin to obtain charitable
organization credentials, aswell astax exempt status.

Strategic planning in the fall of 2007 allowed the Board to analyze our finan-
cial position, realizing our weaknesses and strengths, and properly plan and
budget for 2008. It was during this process that the Board evaluated our fund-
ing sources, aswell as our largest fundraiser, the Bay View Bash. Thefirst
goal of our strategic plan going into 2008 isto diversify our funding sources
through grant writing, corporate and business partnerships, and development
of more efficient fundraisers. We are proud to say that we received our first
grant in January of 2008, with another one to be granted in February! In addi-
tion, anew program established for the Holidays, KK Holiday, became a suc-
cessful fundraiser, asdid Winter Fun in early 2008, an event that previously
did not raise funds for our organization. Working with our local banker M &1,
wewere also able to transition our business account into an interest bearing
account to capture additional revenue. Success all around!
